We make extensive use of administrative information from other government agencies in order to help reduce your repomng burden These provide basic data - total receipts, total payroll, and total employment - needed to
produce statistics for geographic areas and types of businesses. However, we must obtain data from all large and a small designed sample of smaller ones, in order to provide data on a wide range of
subjects covered by the censuses. Confidentiality of data used from other federal agencies is sirictly enforced. Also, please note that these same agencies cannot obtain data for an individual establishment or company from us.

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About the Survey

Purpose

The Annual Survey of Entrepreneurs survey provides the only comprehensive, regularly collected
source of information on selected economic and demographic characteristics for businesses and
business owners by gender, ethnicity, race, and veteran status Title 13 of the United States Code
authonzes this survey and provides for mandatory responses.

Coverage

The ASE collects data on a company or firm basis and includes all nonfarm businesses filing 2012
Internal Revenue tax forms as individual proprietorships, partnerships, or any type of corporation, with
receipts of $1,000 or more

Content

The survey collects data on the gender, ethnicity race, and veteran status for up to four persons
owning the majority of nghts, equity, or interest in the business. Additional demographic and economic
characteristics of the business owners and their businesses will be collected such as: owner's age,
education level, and primary function in the business; family- and home-based businesses; types of
customers and workers,; and sources of financing for expansion, capital improvements, or start-up

Frequency

The ASE, which is part of the Economic Census, has been conducted every 5 years since 1972, for
years ending in "2" and "7." Data collection begins in June following the census year and continues
through September of the next year Reported data are for the census calendar year.

Methods

The ASE questionnaire (Form PS-1 or PS-2) will be sent to a random sample of businesses selected
from a list of all firms operating during 2012 with receipts of $1,000 or more.

Data Products

The ASE results will be released on a flow basis beginning in November 2014 with an advance
employer business report and will be available on the Census Bureau's website at
econhelp.census.gov/ase and through American FactFinder (AFF), the Census Bureau's online, self-
service data access tool.

The PS data products provide statistics for businesses owned by American Indians and Alaska Natives;
Asians; Blacks or African Americans; Hispanics; Native Hawaiians and Other Pacific Islanders; and
Women.

The PS data products also include the following summaries: Company Summary; Characteristics of
Businesses, Characteristics of Business Owners, Characteristics of Veteran-Owned Businesses, and
Characteristics of Veteran Business Owners.

How Data Are Used

Government program officials, industry organization leaders, economic and social researchers, and
business entrepreneurs routinely use the PS stafistics. Examples of data use include those by
