Using simple animation technology, we'll make babies
speak and share their feelings and emotions about what
it feels like to be locked in a car.

To make this idea even more relevant, we could consider
casting real-life baby survivors. This can add credibility,
impact and awareness to a matter that many ignore.

Scene: Three different babies give us their testimonial of surviving a
heatstroke experience

Baby Adam: I'm one of the lucky ones, but today I'm going to speak for those
who did not have the same fate.

Baby José: Those who have died or sustained lifelong injuries

Baby Yin: Days ago, my dad accidentally left me locked in the car. | don't
blame him; he has a lot on his mind. In the beginning, it was just silence.

Baby Adam: But then, it started to get hotter and hotter... | tried to reach my
bottle of milk, but | was buckled up — no chance to move.

Baby José: It was also getting hard to breathe. So, | started to cry until

someone smashed the window. That freaked me out even more!

Baby Yin: Thankfully, a few secondslater, | was out of the car.

Scene: The magic of the speaking disappears. The babies return to their
normal life.

SUPER: These are some of the survivors of heatstroke. They can't speak, but if
they could, this would be their testimonial Help us spread their message.
