Hi Edward,

Thank you for your message. If you are asking whether submitting comments to the 60 Day FRN
notice you received are mandatory: absolutely not. We merely want to give our respondents the
chance to be involved in the process of proposing changes. The purpose of the 60 Day FRN is to
inform the public/industry/respondents that we plan to make changes (or that we do not plan to
make changes) to the survey. Changes may be significant (more data collection) or quite minor. A
summary of these changes is described in the notice but we also post the proposed form and
instructions for the surveys online so you can view the specific changes. We receive a range of
comments. Comments can just be of support of the proposed changes, others may disagree and give
examples of why a proposed change would proof difficult. Mostly, data users provide comments that
ask for us to collect more data. At this time we are only proposing the changes that are annotated in
the filing. Every three years we go through a new clearance cycle and may propose new changes at
that point.
