Stat. 2043; 7 U.S.C. 8701), which amends the Cooperative Forestry
Assistance Act of 1978 (16 U.S.C. 2103d). The purpose of the Community
Forest Program is to achieve community benefits through grants to local
governments, Tribal Governments, and qualified nonprofit organizations
to establish community forests by acquiring and protecting private
forestlands.

The information requirements will be used to help the Forest
