Applicants seeking to conduct activities must request a Letter of
Authorization (LOA) for the sgecuflc activity and submit onsite
monitoring reports and a final report of the activity to the Secretary.

We use the information to verify the finding required to issue
incidental take regulations, to decide if we should issue an LOA, and,
it issued, what conditions should_be in the LOA. In addition, we will
analyze the information to determine impacts to the marine mammals and
the availability of those marine mammals for subsistence purposes of
Alaska Natives.
