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(a) Sign all correspondence with re-
spect to financial accounting and re-
porting matters on behalf of the Com-
mission.

(b) Pass upon actual legitimate origi-
nal cost and depreciation thereon and
the net investment in jurisdictional
companies and revisions thereof, and
sign audit reports resulting from the
examination of the books and records
of jurisdictional companies,

(1) If the company agrees with the
audit report, or

(2) If, in the case of a financial audit,
the company does not agree with the
audit report, provided that notification
of the opportunity for a hearing under
Section 301(a) of the Federal Power Act
or Section 8(a) of the Natural Gas Act
accompanies the audit report.

(c) Pass upon and approve requests
by state and federal agencies to review
staff working papers from financial au-
dits if the company agrees to the re-
lease of the audit working papers pro-
vided:

(1) The papers are examined at the
Commission, and

(2) The requester—

(i) Only makes general notes con-
cerning the contents of the audit work-
ing papers,

(ii) Does not make copies of the audit
working papers, and

(iii) Does not remove the audit work-
ing papers from the area designated by
the Director.

(d) With regard to billing errors
noted as a result of the Commission
staff’s examination of automatic ad-
justment tariffs approved by the Com-
mission, approve corrective measures,
including recomputation of billing and
refunds, to the extent the company
agrees.

(e) Deny or grant, in whole or in part,
requests for waiver of the requirements
of parts 352 and 356 of this chapter, ex-
cept if the matters involve unusually
large transactions or unique or con-
troversial features, the Director must
present the matters to the Commission
for consideration.

(f) Prescribe the updated fees for part
381 of this chapter in accordance with
§381.104 of this chapter.

(g) Prescribe the updated fees for
part 381 of this chapter in accordance
with §388.109(b)(2) of this chapter.
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(h) Deny or grant, in whole or in
part, petitions for waiver of fees pre-
scribed in §381.302 of this chapter in ac-
cordance with §381.106(b) of this chap-
ter.

(i) Deny or grant, in whole or in part,
petitions for exemption from fees pre-
scribed in part 381 of this chapter in ac-
cordance with §381.108 of this chapter.

(J) Determine the annual charges for
administrative costs, for use of United
States lands, and for use of government
dams or other structures.

(k) Grant or deny waiver of penalty
charges for late payment of annual
charges.

(I) Give credit for overpayment of an-
nual charges.

(m) Deny or grant, in whole or in
part, petitions for exemption from an-
nual charges under §11.6 of this chapter
for state and municipal licensees.

(n) Grant or deny petitions for waiver
of annual charges for oil pipelines.

§375.313 Delegations to the Critical
Energy Infrastructure Information
Coordinator.

The Commission authorizes the Coor-
dinator or the Coordinator’s designee
to:

(a) Receive and review all requests
for critical energy infrastructure infor-
mation as defined in §388.113(c)(1).

(b) Make determinations as to wheth-
er particular information fits within
the definition of CEIl found at
§388.113(c)(1).

(c) Make determinations as to wheth-
er a particular requester’s need for and
ability and willingness to protect crit-
ical energy infrastructure information
warrants limited disclosure of the in-
formation to the requester.

(d) Establish reasonable conditions
on the release of critical energy infra-
structure information.

(e) Release critical energy infrastruc-
ture information to requesters who sat-
isfy the requirements in paragraph (b)
of this section and agree in writing to
abide by any conditions set forth by
the Coordinator pursuant to paragraph
(c) of this section.
