Hello. I'm a Senior Fellow at the Urban Institute who specializes in research related to income and benefit programs.
As you can guess from the subject line of my e-mail, I'm writing today to state my support for retaining the ACS
guestion on the number of times that someone has been married. | have both a general reason and a specific reason
for believing that this variable should be retained.

The general reason is that this variable is important for our overall marriage and divorce statistics -- information that
helps provide context for many analyses of family incomes, changes in family composition, etc.

The specific reason | want to “save” this variable is that its availability will contribute to my own future research using
ACS data. | have always started from the “IPUMS” version of the data, which adds value to the ACS by imputing
information about family inter-relationships--in particular relationships among people in subfamilies. Of course, my
ideal situation would be for that additional relationship information to be added to the ACS! But since that’s highly
unlikely, the next-best situation is for the IPUMS researchers to have at their disposal the most information possible to
inform their imputations, including the number-of-times-married variable.
