The questions asking this information are on the current C&R form and
have been removed from the new proposed combined form (Form
7/7CR). A background check is still conducted for those holding a C&R
license and therefore, there would be a requirement for the applicant to
complete the Responsible Persons Questionnaire (RPQ) upon submitting
their original application. Also, any new RPs that may be added to the
license after it is issued, would have to complete the form as well.

The current original forms allow for multiple responsible person (RP) to
be added to the form and only one person has to sign the form to verify
this information for all RPs. The RPQ will make each responsible person
responsible for verifying/certifying their own answers to the questions to
be true, correct and complete to the best of their knowledge.

Although this form has been modified, a version of this form did exist in
the past.
