In addition to my prior comment provided with regard to why EIA does not ask for
the same granularity for the Actuals (Schedule 3A) as is required for Schedules
(Schedule 3B) I have two other comments.
 


1.       There really needs to be some type of mechanism to allow the individual
filing the report to edit their data for any given campaign up to the point of
the deadline.  Having to submit a case and then re-enter all values for the
entire quarter is quite time consuming if you simply needed to correct one
data entry.  Every effort is made to have the data verified but mistakes do
occur.


2.      The emails and phone calls from EIA regarding the upcoming deadlines are
also time consuming.  Each time we receive a phone call, we have to go back
and double check that the report was in fact submitted.   This takes
unnecessary time.  I guess I could liken it to filing your taxes, you as the
individual are aware of the deadline and the assumption should be made that
you will adhere to it without the reminders….or the reminders of the
upcoming deadline after you have already submitted the campaign in
question.


3.      The Campaign Member Detail page in the portal should allow the user to
view the reports which were previously submitted.  Currently, there is no
option that I can find, which allows previously submitted reports to be
viewed by the user.  This becomes troublesome if you haven’t taken screen
shots of the report as you are entering it prior to submission.


4.      With regard to item #3 above, there should also be an option for the user to
print a copy of the report which was submitted.

A thought occurred to me while reviewing the data for submission….why is it that the survey asks for the transfer facility for 3B (Schedules) but only asks for a lump sum
for Actuals?  After all, Balancing Authorities have at their disposal (for NERC reporting purposes) the metered data for each of the tie lines.  You can’t necessarily
designate the transfer facility for a transaction schedule (as we know with the NY>Ontario interface) but you can get a clear picture of what is actually flowing over each
of the tie lines to that Balancing Authority.  I’m just curious as to the level of detail being given to schedules but not actuals.

With regard to the message below concerning EIA-111 for Q2 2014, I’m unclear as to where we, as a Balancing Authority, would locate the transmitting utility reported on
an E-tag because for each transaction the tag contains the Sending Control Area_the Purchasing/Selling Entity scheduling the transaction_Receiving Control Area.  I do
not see any such reference to the transmitting utility.  When transactions are scheduled through NY, it’s done via the reference bus and for HQ, there are two and Ontario
has all transactions scheduled through one bus.  I have no way of knowing, based on the E-tag, which utility is being used for the scheduling of tags through the OH bus.
 
Please advise as this is delaying our reporting.
